Cardiff Council is seeking to recommission its current arrangements for specialist service
for female victims of violence against women, domestic abuse and sexual violence —
called RISE Cardiff.

In April 2018 Cardiff Council implemented a newly commissioned specialist service for
female victims of violence against women, domestic abuse and sexual violence. This
comprehensive service replaced the previous arrangements. This 24/7 service sought to
deliver a range of preventative, supportive, and therapeutic services to victims and their
children (aged 0 — 18) across the city, allowing a more innovative approach to service
delivery, whilst also allowing for flexibility and service variation where a need was
identified.

The Council has recently undertaken a thorough review of the RISE Service including an
independent review undertaken by Homeless Link. The Council now wishes to alleviate
some of the pressures identified in delivering such a large contract by commissioning
separate, specialist services.
