Specification of Requirements 
1. Background
1.1 Natural England
The Authority is Natural England. The Authority’s priorities are to secure a healthy natural environment; a sustainable, low-carbon economy; a thriving farming sector and a sustainable, healthy and secure food supply. Further information about the Authority can be found at: https://www.gov.uk/government/organisations/natural-england
Our remit is to ensure sustainable stewardship of the land and sea so that people and nature can thrive. It is our responsibility to see that England’s rich natural environment can adapt and survive intact for future generations to enjoy.
Natural England has a number of statutory roles including as a Statutory Nature Conservation Body (SNCB) under the Conservation of Habitats and Species Regulations 2017 (as amended) ('the Habitats Regulations'), where it has a duty to provide substantive advice to ensure that any direct, indirect and/or cumulative impacts of development proposals on European sites are addressed and ensuring that relevant legislation and guidance is followed.




1.2 Pagham Harbour SSSI
Pagham Harbour SSSI comprises an extensive central area of salt-marsh and tidal mudflats with surrounding habitats including shingle, open water, reed swamp and wet permanent grassland. Pagham Harbour is of national importance for wintering wildfowl and waders and also for breeding birds both within the Harbour and the surrounding grazing pasture. The site supports nationally important communities of plants and invertebrates.
Pagham Harbour also has the following other designations: Pagham Harbour Special Protection Area, Pagham Harbour Ramsar, Solent and Dorset Special Protection Area, and Pagham Harbour Marine Conservation Zone.

1.3 Pagham Lagoon
Pagham Lagoon (Unit 1 of Pagham Harbour SSSI) is surrounded by a caravan park and houses to the north and east, and separated from Pagham Harbour in the southwest by a natural sedimentary barrier reinforced with sheet piling, and from the sea in the south by a shingle spit reinforced with concrete. Seawater percolates though these barriers, and freshwater inputs are from rainwater and drainage of surface water. A condition assessment of the lagoon was undertaken in October 2023. Flora and fauna had declined compared to previous surveys, but with the exception of the starlet sea anemone, characteristic species were largely present. Physical conditions including temperature, pH, depth, extent, and salinity all met the required targets, while water quality was identified as poor, and a pressure for the habitat, given the algal presence visible from aerial imagery, and the known presence of coliforms (Envision, 2024 – this report will be shared with the successful contractor). There is also likely nutrient enrichment, from runoff and potentially overflows. Overall, the lagoon is in unfavourable declining condition, as assessed in 2024.

2. The Requirement
Pagham Lagoon has been reported as having poor water quality by an external stakeholder, who provided water quality data showing significantly elevated levels of E. coli, total coliforms, and Enterococci. While these parameters are not typically assessed by Natural England, the concentrations reported are of potential ecological concern.  No other water quality data for the lagoon is currently available.
Following further desk-based investigation, the source of the pollutants is still unknown. Natural England are therefore seeking to obtain a baseline understanding of the water quality condition at Pagham Lagoon and identify the likely sources of pollutants. 
This will allow Natural England to determine the best course of action to address the water quality issues within Pagham Lagoon.  We will then use this baseline knowledge to implement targeted interventions to ensure SSSI condition improvement.

The requirements for the investigation are:
1. Desk based review of known/mapped outfalls into the lagoon, likely pollutant pathways (including private discharges/septic tanks) and any other existing evidence, i.e., catchment water quality issues, surrounding land use, hydrological connectivity of the site etc.
2. Mapping of surface water drainage system/Lagoon inlets to identify key potential sources.
3. Testing of the water quality within the lagoon, expected to include a broad range of parameters to establish baseline conditions and help identify the likely sources of pollution. Natural England would like the following parameters assessed as a minimum:

· Dissolved Oxygen
· Biochemical Oxygen Demand (BOD)
· Turbidity
· Nitrogen (likely Dissolved Inorganic Nitrogen due to the saline nature)
· Phosphorus (preferably soluble reactive phosphorous)
· Ammonia
· Conductivity
· Temperature
· Sulphate 

Additional parameters of concern should include:
· E. coli
· Enterococci

· Sediment sampling for nutrient analysis must also be considered as part of the monitoring. Initial sediment analysis indicates likely anoxic conditions which could be promoting the release of legacy nutrients within the system. 
· A minimum of two rounds of water quality samples should be undertaken for each parameter, on separate occasions and preferably under differing weather conditions (where safe to do so) to provide insight as to whether water quality fluctuations are linked to storm events. 

4. Final written report compiling findings from the desk based and on the ground investigation, identifying and distinguishing the likely sources of pollution, along with recommendations for further actions to improve water quality on site.

3. Timeline
Final timescales will be agreed at the project inception meeting. However, the contractor is expected to deliver in line with the following timescales.
Expected duration: 8 weeks from contract award
· Week 4 Desk based investigation including mapping of surface water drainage system complete
· Week 4 Site visit and water quality testing complete
· Week 6 Draft report compiling findings to be issued to NE for comment and recommendations
· Week 8 Completion of final report

Pricing should include all aspects of work including time for initial set up meeting, site visit, bi-weekly update meetings and document review/ response to NE comments following draft report submission. 

Payment
The Authority will raise purchase orders to cover the cost of the services and will issue to the awarded supplier following contract award. 
The Authority’s preference is for all invoices to be sent electronically, quoting a valid Purchase Order number.  Invoices should be sent after the work has been completed.
It is anticipated that this contract will be awarded for a period of 3 months to end no later than 31/03/26. Prices will remain fixed for the duration of the contract award period. We may at our sole discretion extend this contract to include related or further work. Any extension shall be agreed in writing in advance of any work commencing and may be subject to further competition.
