3. INSTALLATION

Phase 1:

Installation of panels in Phase 1 secondary schools must take place during the Summer holiday period of 2026.

Installation of panels in Phase 1 primary schools can be undertaken during term-time; where multiple panels are being installed in one school, installation must take place one classroom at a time to minimise disruption to the school.  Installation is required to commence ideally during May 2026, but June 2026 at the latest, and must be completed no later than 31st March 2027.

Phase 2:

At present, it is expected that Phase 2 will consist of primary schools only.  However, should the Trust’s budget allow, additional panels may be required for installation in secondary schools during Phase 2.  Installation of any such panels in secondary schools during Phase 2 must take place during the Easter and Summer holiday periods of 2027.  

As per Phase 1, installation of panels in Phase 2 primary schools can be undertaken during term-time, between March and August 2027.

All installations must be fully completed to the satisfaction of GLF Schools no later than 31st August 2027.
