Section 2: The Invitation 
Specification of Requirements 
Background 
Natural England have allocated the Sherwood Forest and Mercia Mudwoods as one of its Priority Places for landscape scale nature recovery (see Figure 1 below). It includes the Sherwood National Character Area (NCA), excluding the City of Nottingham, and the Mercia Mudwoods within the Trent and Belvoir Vales NCA. The area includes Sites of Special Scientific Interest (SSSIs), a Special Area of Conservation (SAC) and National Nature Reserve (NNR). 
The Sherwood area is on a sandy land and includes areas of heathland, acid grassland, oak-birch woodland, wood pasture and ancient and veteran trees. Land use includes intense arable and pig farming, pine plantation and urban settlements. There is also a history of mining in the area. There are specialist species such as nightjar, woodlark, invertebrates including spiders and glow worm, and fungi. There have been projects in the area to promote dormouse and white clawed crayfish. Key pressures include land use change (degradation and fragmentation), air pollution from nutrient enrichment, water pollution from surface water run-off and recreational disturbance. 
The Mercia Mudwoods are set in the western portion of the Trent and Belvoir Vales NCA. They are on clay and include ash-wych elm/oak woodlands, neutral grassland, wood pasture and, ancient and veteran trees. The area is predominantly rural and agricultural with the natural habitats extremely fragmented. 
The waterways and lakes in the Priority Place are in predominantly moderate to poor condition driven by additional phosphorus. There is also a groundwater source, the Sherwood Aquifer, in poor condition due to leaching through the sand land and depletion from abstractions. The area is currently closed for new abstractions. 
We work in the area with a range of stakeholders and partnerships including landowners / managers, eNGOs, charities, community groups and local planning authorities. 
We are developing a collaborative vision and strategy to drive nature recovery at a landscape scale and require some Key Performance Indicators (KPIs) to measure the success of action in the area. The project we are requesting quotations for is to develop KPIs and measures of success in Sherwood Forest & Mercia Mudwoods Priority Place and develop a roadmap to bring the SSSIs into Favourable Condition. The outputs should be shareable and applicable with our stakeholder groups. 
Sherwood Forest and Mercia Mudwoods Priority Place Vision 
A thriving, resilient landscape where nature and people flourish together.  
Guided by evidence-based systems thinking, habitats are restored and connected. Large core areas support a diverse flora and fauna, species thrive, and keystone species are integrated.  
Freshwater habitats are clean and renaturalised, providing water to people and nature, resilient to flooding and drought.  
There is a clear landscape scale strategy for commercial production and nature. Best practice and novel land management methods are used to harmonise with the functioning ecosystems and build in resilience from pressures.  
Local communities feel cherished for their heritage and connected to the surrounding natural world and its inhabitants. 
Key Themes of the Priority Place 
1. Ecological Restoration and Connectivity  
· Restore and reconnect habitats using systems thinking.  
· Establish large core conservation areas.  
· Support biodiversity and integrate keystone species.  
2. Freshwater Ecosystem Renewal  
· Clean and renaturalise freshwater habitats.  
· Ensure water availability for both people and nature.  
· Build resilience to flooding and drought.  
3. Integrated Land Use Strategy  
· Develop a landscape-scale strategy balancing nature and commercial production.  
· Apply best practice and innovative land management techniques.  
· Enhance ecosystem resilience to external pressures (e.g., climate change, development).  
4. Community Engagement and Cultural Connection  
· Celebrate local heritage.  
· Foster community connection to nature and wildlife.  
· Position communities as stewards of the landscape.  
Brief 
1. Generate key habitat and species KPIs to be measured within the Sherwood Forest & Mercia Mudwoods Priority Place to measure implementation of bigger, better and more joined up habitats. 
Set KPI targets based on review of baseline data, historic maps, current trends and challenges to ensure realistic goals are set. 
KPIs should complement each other and give clear guidance as to what successful restoration looks like over 10-, 50- and 100-year timescales, in line with the Vision. 
This will enhance the evidence base by providing clear baseline data and KPIs within the priority place to deliver, measure and monitor nature restoration. 
2. Review the SSSIs and their notified features to generate a roadmap to favourable condition with timescales. 
Identify the pressures facing the notified features of the SSSIs and the mechanisms and actions to address these by following the Pressures and Mechanisms guidance that will be supplied. 
Where climate change is identified as a pressure, produce a climate change risk assessment. 
Measures of Success for the Project 
· Habitat, freshwater and species KPIs will be set for nature restoration in the Priority Place to drive bigger, better and more joined up habitats. 
· A review of the pressures facing SSSI notified features in the Priority Place and identification of actions to address these, including timescales and projected workloads. 
· Clear and realistic goals to measure success will be provided based on baseline data, historic maps, current trends and challenges. 
· They will demonstrate restoration over key milestones in line with the Vision. 
· Key partners can be engaged with the KPIs to work collaboratively in the landscape for nature restoration.

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Payment
