(D) This Framework Agreement sets out the procedure for ordering Works, the Call-Off Contract terms and conditions for the provision of the Works to Authorised Users and the obligations of the Supplier under this Framework Agreement.
(E) This Framework Agreement gives no guarantee as to the volume of Works the Authorised Users will allocate to the Supplier to provide under this Framework Agreement.
