4.0 SCOPE OF WORKS
Goffs Lane and Hammond Street Playing Fields

T S302 Pitch drainage system

1.GENERAL

The aim of the proposed primary drainage works is to create an intensive and uniform network of lateral drains across the entirety of the playing area. 

Drainage pipework shall consist of perforated, corrugated plastic pipe lateral drains conforming to BS 4962 or twin wall pipe main drains to BBA industry standards as appropriate, with the Kite Mark clearly shown. Drains shall be installed in accordance with drawings listed in S202. All junctions and connections shall be formed with purpose made fittings of appropriate size. Install pipe drainage system with 80 mm lateral drains at 4m or 6m centres on the pitch areas. All drain runs shall be tested for line and gradient prior to backfilling.

The Contractor shall inspect each site and satisfy themselves as to the ground conditions. Lateral drain trenches shall be a minimum width of 150 mm, but the Contractor shall allow for excavating trenches as wide as necessary with the appropriate machinery.

All main drains and laterals shall be laid at the invert levels shown on the drawings.

2. DRAINAGE TRENCH EXCAVATION

Drains shall be installed within the pitch area using conventional perforated corrugated pipe or fully perforated twin wall pipe where appropriate.

Excavate topsoil and subsoil to form drain trenches to the required depth and shape the trench bed to receive pipes.

Drainage arisings shall be removed from the working area/off site or used to blend in any areas within the site if required, only in agreement with the Employer’s Representative.

The drains shall be installed with the fall of the land or where shown on the drawings at the invert depths indicated. The trench bases shall be shaped to bed, fit and secure the pipes centrally at the required depth. Minimum pipe invert levels are as follows:
J006633
Pipe size (mm) Minimum invert depth from finished surface (mm)
1. 80 mm upvc perforated 600
2. 100 mm upvc perforated 600
3. 150 mm upvc perforated 600
4. 225 mm unperforated 725
Lateral drain trenches shall be excavated to provide a smooth, even fall along their line at the specified depth, adjusting the depth to form a smooth junction with the main drains. Trenches shall not deviate from the line of the drain by more than the tolerances stated.

The main drains shall be installed deep enough to provide for connection of any lateral drains and/or carrier drains. The drains shall follow the natural fall of the ground with no abrupt changes in the gradient. Subsoil material from the main drain arisings shall be removed from the working area/off site or used to blend in new platform (if required).

3. PIPES AND BACKFILL MATERIALS

Flexible perforated plastic pipes shall conform to BS 4962. Where specified twin walled pipes shall be high density polyethylene pipes conforming to industry standards. The pipes shall have a smooth internal wall and corrugated outer wall and shall be perforated except where otherwise specified.

The diameter of lateral drains and main drains shall be as shown on the drawings listed in S202.

All joints and junctions in the drains and connections between the drains shall be made using purpose made fittings of appropriate size to form closely fitting joints between the pipes with no gaps. Purpose made end caps shall be fitted and secured to the upper end of all open pipes to prevent ingress of soil or aggregate material. The aggregate used for backfilling the trenches over pipe drains shall be a clean, hard wearing 2-6 mm gauge material resistant to abrasion or breakdown.
The calcium carbonate content shall not exceed 5%. The aggregate shall not contain particles that are flaky, laminar or platy in shape, or susceptible to breakdown during working by machinery. The aggregate shall be tested in advance of the works with laboratory analysis reports submitted to the Employer or Employers representative. Drain trenches shall be backfilled up to 150 mm from ground level using the approved 2-6 mm gauge aggregate. Adequately and evenly firm to prevent settlement leaving surface flat.

Cover the 2-6 mm gauge aggregate to the surface with 150 mm firmed depth of an approved imported rootzone material and consolidate during placement and again on completion.

Backfilling material to bring the trench up to ground level shall be an approved sand:compost mix with an 80:20 ratio of sand to compost. The Contractor shall insure the sand used within the rootzone mix provides the correct bridging factors with the underlying gravel.

The contractor shall allow for returning to site to top up any drain lines which have sunk because of settlement prior to the handover to the client.

Pipes shall not be installed in temperatures less than those specified by the pipe manufacturer.

Pipe drainage trenches should be backfilled with the above mentioned 2-6 mm gravel within 150 mm of the surface level. Backfill the remainder of the trench to ground level with an approved sand:compost mix material. All backfilling materials shall be adequately and evenly firmed to prevent settlement.

Backfilling shall be carried out without disturbing or damaging pipe drains or junctions. Where any haulage routes cross drains previously installed, protective boards shall be placed over the drain trenches to prevent damage or contamination with subsoil material. Drain trenches that are subject to traffic shall be made good afterwards to ensure that the drains comply with the specification.

Backfilling shall be carried out as drain installation progresses. Trenches shall not be left open overnight.

4. SITE CHAMBERS

Excavate to required depth and construct silt chambers at locations shown on drawing J006634 003.

The minimum inside measurements shall be 900 mm x 600 mm and to a depth of 300 mm below the invert of the of the outlet pipe, except where otherwise specified.
Allowance shall be made for building in rigid inlet and outlet pipes and pointing and sealing around all units and pipes to ensure efficient waterproofing. Corrugated plastic pipes shall be sleeved in rigid pipe with a minimum length of 1.5 m fixed securely into the chamber wall.

Following construction of the chambers, the surrounding ground shall be reinstated by placing and consolidating subsoil in 150 mm thick layers. The inlet and outlet pipes shall be maintained at the required gradient and invert levels during backfilling. Topsoil shall be replaced to the minimum consolidated thickness of 150 mm.

The chambers shall be fitted with grade B cast iron covers and frames to BS EN 124:1994. The frames shall be bedded on and haunched in cement mortar. The covers shall be set 25 mm below the adjacent ground level.

5. OUTLET DRAIN

The contractor shall be responsible for making good the surface if settlement occurs on the trenches.

Following laying and sealing of the pipes, subsoil shall be replaced first and then the topsoil. Each material shall be adequately firmed to avoid settlement.
Allowance shall be made for breaking in and connecting to the silt chamber with pointing and sealing around all joints to ensure efficient waterproofing.

S303 Seeding of the drain lines Provide a seed mixture for sowing on the drain lines at a rate of 35 g/sqm.
100% Perennial ryegrass Certified seed of at least 3 cultivars with a mean
rating of no less than 7.4 for live ground cover and visual merit as published in Table S1 of the current Turfgrass Seed Booklet published by STRI/BSBP.

Note: Alternatives to the cultivars listed will only be approved before the tender is submitted or works commence on site. The seed mixture shall comply with the minimum standards set out in the seed regulations at the time of sowing and shall be approved by the Employer’s Representative prior to commencing the work.
Sow the grass seed during suitable conditions on top of the drain lines.

The seed shall be sown with a pedestrian dimple seeder to an agreed depth, or an alternative machine approved by the Employers Representative. Seeding depth may be changed by the Employer’s Representatives depending on the weather conditions prevailing at the time.
