Background to the specific work area relevant to this purchase 
Natural England’s NNR team work to maintain the Natural England managed land in the best possible conditions ecologically as well as being places for connecting people with nature.
The following mower implement(s) will be required at the Centre for Outdoor Accessibility Training (COAT), Aston Rowant National Nature Reserve, Oxfordshire.
The Centre is designed to demonstrate the use of outdoor infrastructure meeting the British Standard for improved countryside access; BS5709 Gaps, Gates & Stiles at a field located within the chalk downland reserve. Using our range of all-terrain mobility equipment, delegates can experience the challenges and barriers to access around gates, barriers, and a bridge. The implements set out below will help to maintain the site as a demonstration and training site.
Requirement
This project is to supply:
1 x commercial grade heavy-duty remote-controlled mower
Heavy duty mower for use on rough grassland and light scrub
Radio controlled 
All-terrain wheels to aid traction for cutting on slopes
Low in height to access under demonstration bridge
Cutting width up to 104mm 
Range of cut height from 60 to 140 mm
Electric powered - chargeable battery
Low noise, emission-free, light and safe equipment.
