Planting of approximately 323 trees of varying size within council park, on land owned and managed by the local authority. Some of the tree planting is within the main park area and others on the adjacent golf course.

Scope of work

Planting of 323 trees consisting of 10-12cm and 12-14cm container grown trees. Each tree pit to incorporate 200g of Terracottem Arbor, with installation of triple stakes & ties and 70cm diameter mulch circles per tree. 
2.3
The Site
Cannock park and golf course is a very large  linear site triangular site measuring 40 hectares, nestled between Park Road (Cannock Town centre), A34 Stafford Road, Old Penkridge road and Shoal Hill Common. Within the Cannock Park and Longford ward, Cannock. Cannock Park and Longford ward has a higher-than-average amount of anti social behaviour issues and a higher than average amount of children between 10 -11 years old with excess weight, compared to the county average. 

There are two small pockets of historical landfill. There are no further details on this. How ever due to their location well away from the playing area. These will not affect the proposed play provision. There are a number of trees around the curtilage of the site being protected via Tree Preservation Orders (TPO’s) details of these will be shared with the winning contractor. But again these will not affect the proposed new play area.
Tree planting is proposed on Cannock Chase District on land owned or managed by Cannock Chase Council.  The sites consist of an active golf course and public open parkland and as such have pedestrian access 24 hours of the day, they are well used by the public. Access to and through the sites for the public must be maintained at all times. Due to the planting locations some can only be accessed via footpaths, vehicles must park on the existing roads and car parks. With all trees, tools & equipment moved by hand to the planting locations. At the end of each days work all plant and materials should be removed from the site. The utmost care shall be exercised at all times to minimise the disturbance caused by the work particularly noise and site tidiness.

Planting will generally be within soft ground, of variable consistency. All existing surface finishes will be reinstated to their original condition upon completion of the installations. Should unexpected ground conditions occur on Site that will significantly affect the scope of works, works should be temporarily suspended and the Contract Administrator informed to agree a course of action. 

The bearing capacity of the ground cannot be guaranteed, and precautions should be taken to avoid damaging the ground, vegetation of habitats. The contractor will be responsible for repair of any damage caused.

The sites have been checked for underground services, however the client bears no liability for the accuracy of this information and the contractor should take all necessary precautions to avoid damaging any existing underground or over ground service. 


        Existing Services
The relevant statutory undertakers have been contacted for services information which will be made available to the winning contractor. However, this information will be supplied at no liability to Cannock Chase Council or any Client. The Contractor must employ whatever means necessary to ensure that services are protected and not damaged during the works. A CAT and Genny should be used to locate service as necessary.

Traffic System:
Vehicle access will be limited to the leisure centre car park , a banks person must be employed when deliveries and vehicles are entering and leaving the site. There is plenty of parking within the existing leisure centre. No access routes should be blocked by contractor’s vehicles at any time.
There is a local high school within very close proximity  (Cardinal Griffin Catholic College) . The contractor should be aware that there will be higher than normal volumes of school children using the site during the normal beginning and closing of school days. 
The Contractor shall be responsible for making all necessary arrangements to secure the working area, making site users aware of any works being undertaken and providing alternative pedestrian routes as necessary. Clear signage must be displayed to warn site users of the works and the likely duration of the works.

Contractor’s operatives when working on site must wear high visibility and appropriate clothing at all times, clearly identifying the company for whom they are working.

3.0
GENERAL SPECIFICATION

3.1
Setting Out


The Contractor shall set out the Works in accordance with the Contract Documents, the quantities given and in the positions shown on the drawings, but no work shall commence until setting out of the positions has been inspected and approved by the Contract Administrator.  The right is reserved to adjust the exact position of the works they have been set out, at no extra cost and drawings, which will be provided by the Contract Administrator, and shall rectify any errors arising from inaccurate setting out.


If the Contractor is not satisfied that the levels and dimensions shown upon any drawing are commensurate with the physical conditions of the site at the commencement of the work or parts of the work to which the levels or dimensions apply, he shall notify the Contract Administrator regarding the nature of such work or parts of the work, otherwise no claim in respect of inaccuracy of levels and dimensions will be entertained.

3.2
Services


Approximate locations of known services are shown on the contract drawings. The Contractor shall confirm precise locations and or determine the location of other services and take any and all measures reasonably required by any public or statutory authority for the full protection of its mains, pipes, cables and other apparatus during the progress of the Works. The Contractor shall, at his own expense, reinstate any services or structures he may damage, or pay any costs and charges in connection herewith. Cannock Chase District Council accepts no liability for the accuracy of any information relayed to the main contractor in relation to the precise locations of any service apparatus, pipe runs or buried services.
3.3
Land Drains, or Other Drains


The Contractor shall keep an accurate drawn record of all field or other drains encountered during the progress of the Contract, and notify the Contract Administrator of their whereabouts and supply a copy of the drawing to the Contract Administrator on completion of the works.


The Contractor shall make good any damage caused to any such drains by his operations on the site.

3.4
Removal or Damage to Fences, Hedges, etc.


No hedges or fences are to be removed under any circumstances. Any damaged fences, gates, walls, hedges etc., shall be reinstated by the Contractor to their original condition.

3.5
Trees and Vegetation


No tree, shrub or undergrowth shall be lopped, topped, felled or removed by the Contractor unless previous consent has been given by the Contract Administrator.


Should heavy machinery be brought on Site, all trees and vegetation to be retained on site shall be protected in accordance with BS5837:2012 Trees in relation to Design, Demolition & Construction. The Contractor shall take all necessary steps to avoiding damage to neighbouring trees and overhanging branches by the use of fencing.


Permission will be required and must be obtained from the Contract Administrator for the lopping, topping, felling or removal of any additional trees, shrubs or undergrowth where in the opinion of the Contractor they impede the efficient construction of the works.  The right to refuse permission is reserved.


The Contractor shall replace at his own expense any trees or vegetation which are damaged, to the satisfaction of the Contract Administrator.

3.6
Keeping Existing Highways, Tracks or Paths Clear of Mud and Rubbish


The Contractor shall keep all roads and paths free from mud and rubbish.


In the event of failure to do so, the Contract Administrator reserves the right to notify the Contractor in writing to remove the nuisance within a reasonable time to be determined by the Contract Administrator, and in default may carry out the work himself with either his own labour or by Contract, and recover any costs and expenses incurred from the Contractor.

3.7
Programme of Work


The Contractor will be required to submit his proposed programme for executing the Works before commencing on site.

3.8
Notice of Intention


The Contractor shall give 48 hours notice to the Contract Administrator of his intention to commence any of the following operations:

i. Planting trees 

ii. Maintenance visit

3.9
Facilities to Authorised Persons


The Contractor must allow access to any persons authorised by the Contract Administrator to enter the site of the Works for the purpose of carrying out any works not included in this Contract, or for any other purpose.

3.10
Contractor's Agent


The Contractor shall nominate a person who shall be available on the site and to whom the Contract Administrator may transmit any instructions and who shall take immediate steps to comply.  He will also be required to supply an out of hours emergency telephone number for use during the contract period.

3.11
Safety, Health and Welfare


The Contractor shall be responsible for compliance with the provisions of the Health and Safety at Work etc., Act, and any regulations relating to the safety, health and welfare of persons employed on the works, and the safety of plant and materials used by such persons.

3.12
Temporary Works


The Contractor shall provide, maintain and remove on completion of the works all temporary works including but not limited to roadways, sleeper tracks, traffic lights, safety warning lights at night, and stagings, etc., over roads, footways, streams, unstable ground or excavations and temporary ramps between different levels and shall make them safe and suitable in every respect to carry all plant required for the work or for providing access or maintaining rights of way or for any other purpose.  The Contractor shall be responsible for their adequacy and for damage done to or caused by the temporary works.

3.13
Pumping, Drainage and De-watering


The Contractor shall carry out all pumping, drainage and de-watering which is necessary during the execution of the Contract.

3.14
Fencing, Watching and Lighting


The Contractor shall carry out all necessary temporary fencing, watching and lighting that may be required on the site.  Where existing fencing is required to be taken down for the execution of the works then, unless otherwise directed by the Contract Administrator, this shall be carefully saved for re-erection.

3.15
Plant


The Contractor shall employ on site, only plant which is of a quality, performance, and type suitable for the scope of the Works.

3.16
Dust Suppression


The Contractor shall take all necessary steps to suppress dust emission from the site.  If the wind direction and force is such to cause dust to carry off the site, then work on site shall be stopped.

3.17
Subsidence


Should any subsidence occur to work executed by the Contractor, the Contractor shall make good thereto, and to any damage resulting therefrom to the satisfaction of the Contract Administrator.

3.18
Removal from Site of Waste and/or Excavated Material


All waste material and rubbish shall be taken away to a site to be provided by the Contractor.  No bonfires shall be used to dispose of any waste or rubbish.

3.19
Protection of Watercourses


In executing the Works the Contractor shall take all necessary precautions to secure the efficient protection of all rivers, streams, waterways, lakes and the like against silting, erosion and pollution which may be likely to contaminate water supplies or cause injury to fish or plant life.

3.20
Protection of Grass Areas


Where excavation for planting is carried out in grassed areas, the Contractor shall lay sheets of heavy gauge polythene to protect the grass from excavated material.  The polythene shall be of a size to prevent soil spreading onto the grass at any time and shall be lifted immediately following completion of the planting.


Following completion of each planting area, the Contractor shall sweep and clean the grass areas to remove all stray stones, soil, spoil, weeds, etc., and shall leave the grass areas in a clean and tidy condition.

3.21
Restricted entry to the Site


Where entry to parts of the site are restricted by physical boundaries or obstruction and the Contractor shall make himself fully aware of the difficulties which this may present in carrying out the work and shall be deemed to have allowed for all such factors in their tender.

3.22
Advertisements


Advertisements must not be displayed on site without the written permission of Contract Administrator.  The Contractor shall be permitted to erect a suitable signboard provided it's design and position has been approved by the Contract Administrator and complies fully with the Town and Country Planning Acts and regulations made thereunder.  The said signboard shall be removed upon completion of the maintenance period or sooner if directed by the Contract Administrator.  The signboard shall state the nature of the works,  details of the Employer, the Professional Consultants, The Contractor and his sub-contractors.  The Contractor shall make good on removal of the aforesaid structure.

3.23
Tidiness


Throughout the progress of his work the Contractor shall keep the site and all working areas in a tidy and workmanlike condition, and free from rubbish and waste material.

3.24
Hours of Work

No work is to be carried out on the site on Sundays and Bank Holidays or outside the hours of 8am to 6pm Monday to Saturday, unless previous consent is given by the Contract Administrator.

3.25
Water


The Contractor shall provide clean fresh water for use on the Works, pay all charges in connection therewith, provide all temporary pipe runs, storage, plumbing, services, connections etc, and clear away and make good on completion.

3.26
Site Visits / Meetings and Inspections.

The onus is on the contractor to provide a 7-day notice period, prior to arranging site meetings and inspections for any works that would or should require the completing of a certificate under the contract. Where no meetings have been arranged and no certificate completed it will be understood that no further works or items are therefore complete or signed off and as such the contract will still be live and enforceable.
3.37
Practical Completion


Upon notification by the Contractor to the Contract Administrator that the Works are complete, and providing that the Works following inspection are to the satisfaction of the Contract Administrator, they will be accepted as having reached Practical Completion by written notice from the Contract Administrator to the Contractor and the date of acceptance will be stated.

3.28
Establishment Generally

The establishment period for all landscape works shall be three years from the date of Practical Completion, to cover three full growing seasons.

3.29
Maintenance Visit Certificate


A copy of the Maintenance visit Certificate as enclosed with these documents must be duly completed and returned to the Contract Administrator within 14 days of each maintenance visit.


Failure to return this certificate within this time period shall entitle the Employer to withhold all payments for such maintenance works that have been undertaken, or if the work has not been undertaken, to instruct another Contractors or Direct Works Teams to undertake the maintenance works.  The Employer shall be entitled to recover any costs incurred in undertaking this work from the Contractor.


If the Contractor wishes to apply for an extension of the time limit, this must be done in writing at last 7 days prior to the programmed maintenance visit.  The Employer reserves the right to refuse such application, but permission shall not unreasonably be withheld.


It is recommended to document maintenance works with before and after photos.

3.30
Defects


Any defects which appear within the Defects Liability Period and which are due to materials or workmanship not in accordance with the Contract documentation shall be made good or replaced by the Contractor at his own expense.

3.31
Making Good Defects Inspection


Approximately 14 days prior to the expiration of the defects liability/maintenance period a joint inspection shall be carried out by the Contract Administrator and the Contractor to determine the condition of the works and extent of defects to be remedied.


Should the Contract Administrator deem further work is required under Defects Liability the Contractor shall be responsible for maintenance and defects liability until these works are completed and a Certificate of Making Good Defects issued.

3.32
Hand Over


On completion of Marking Good Defects and issuing the Making Good Certificate the site will be handed over to the Client.  Any 'As Built' record drawings will be handed over at this time.

Stock which is either dwarfed, or drawn-up by adverse conditions in the nursery, or stock which has soft growth due to insufficient hardening-off will be rejected by the Contract Administrator at his discretion up to the expiry of the Maintenance Period.


All plants, unless otherwise specified, shall be bare-rooted and shall have healthy, well-furnished fibrous root systems, clear of perennial weeds and be free of all pests and diseases.  All plants supplied shall be exactly true to name as shown on the drawings.  No variations from the plant schedules will be allowed except on written instructions from the Contract Administrator.  


The plants are to have been produced and grown in a Certified nursery in this country from native stock and preferably from a source local to the site.  The Contract Administrator shall be informed of all sources of plant material and shall be allowed to inspect and approve or reject the  material.


All plants to be lifted, handled, despatched, transported and or stored in accordance with the JCLI ‘Handling and Establishment of Landscape Plants’ Nov 1995 edition.
Q 31.2
Lifting, Packing and Delivery of Trees and Shrubs


Trees and shrubs shall be lifted from the nursery lines only during the season Early November to December , and at no time between lifting and planting shall the trees or shrub roots be subjected to adverse weather conditions.  The trees and shrubs shall be lifted in such a manner as to avoid damage to the roots or aerial parts of the plants. Immediately following lifting, the roots of all plants shall be dipped in Broadleaf root-dip solution prior to being inserted in co-ex plastic bags. Plants to be transported in co-ex plastic bags to prevent drying out of the roots.


Under no circumstances must plants be left with their roots exposed. Plants left without protection will be rejected by the Contract Administrator.


All plants shall be handled, despatched, transported and or stored in accordance with the JCLI ‘Handling and Establishment of Landscape Plants’ Nov 1995 edition unless as noted above.


The Contractor shall give the Contract Administrator at least 48 hours notice of the dates upon which plants are to be delivered to the site.

Q 31.3
Protection  

Planting shall be carried out as soon as possible after delivery of plants to site. 


Where a delay in planting cannot be avoided, the plants shall be kept within their respective co-ex plastic bags in a secure, cool, sheltered & protected location. All plants shall be clearly labelled as to species and variety. Container grown stock must be unpacked and laid out in similar conditions and must be thoroughly watered on a regular basis to prevent drying out. Rootballed stock must be kept moist and similarly enclosed in co-ex plastic bags and kept in similar secure, cool sheltered location.


All plants shall be protected from water logging, drying winds, excessive heat, etc. prior to planting. Plant roots must not be allowed to dry out.
