This Guarantee is not in effect unless signed by both the Installing Contractor and Giromax representative:

Conditions of Guarantee
1. The Installing Contractor must have been agreed & approved by Giromax prior to the project commencing.

2. The Installing Contractor must have installed the System strictly in accordance with the Site-Specific Specification (including but not limited to application thickness), any additional instructions or advice given by Giromax relating to the Installation Site and good industry practice. The Installing Contractor must have satisfied itself as to the suitability of the project/substrate for application of the System including any necessary adhesion testing and surface preparation in accordance with the Specification.
3. The guarantee applies to the materials only and not the installation.
4. The installed System should be visually inspected annually and evidenced accordingly. If maintenance is required, it should be carried out in line with the attached Maintenance Schedule and good industry practice.

5. No additional treatments (or cleaning products) must have been applied to the System at the Installation Site other than as recommended in the Specification, Maintenance Schedule or otherwise approved by us in writing.

6. Prior to the issue of this Guarantee, any material facts or circumstances relating to the Installation Site which might reasonably affect the suitability of the System or our decision to issue this Guarantee must have been disclosed to us. We reserve the right to withdraw this Guarantee if we subsequently become aware of any such facts or circumstances.
7. Giromax will undertake an inspection of the completed installation on request. However, in classing the installation as acceptable, point 2 above is not abrogated. Subsequent discovery of poor product performance as a result of failure to have followed exactly the detailed system specification will invalidate the guarantee.
8. This Guarantee is conditional on us having been paid in full for the supplied System.
9. Claims for any suspected failure of the System must be reported to Giromax Technology, in writing, by the Owner, within 7 working days of the event.

10. The owner, occupier or representative thereof must provide prompt, safe and reasonable access for us or our representatives to examine the Installation Site, together with all information we request in respect of the Installation Site and its environment and history (including but not limited to information relating to annual inspections, additional treatments and cleaning procedures applied at the Installation Site).

11. For the avoidance of doubt, the System will not be considered to have failed where there are defects or damage caused (in whole or in part) by:
(a) Any natural events, including but not limited to extreme weather, seismic activity or ‘Acts of God’

(b) Any damage caused by fire, explosion, collision, pollution, incompatible substances or external chemical contamination.
(c) Structural faults, movement or improper building design.

(d) Physical damage due to misuse, vandalism, mechanical impact or unauthorized modifications.

(e) Failure to comply with the System Specification or negligence in Roof or gutter Maintenance.
(f) Any alteration or repair to the installed System or the substrate to which it has been applied (unless such alteration or repair has been agreed to in writing by us) including but not limited to the installation or removal of any penetrations or mounted devices, signs and/or equipment.
(g) Any change in the environment to which the installed System surface is subjected or any change of use of the Installation Site since installation (unless we have approved such change of use in writing).
(h) Discharge of any substance (chemical or otherwise) on the installed System or the substrate to which it was applied other than where we were notified of such substance discharge before we supplied the System.

(i) A breach of any of these conditions.

(j) Any other factor beyond our reasonable control.
12. Any imperfections or change in the appearance of the installed System, including but not limited to colour, which do not affect its physical properties will not be considered a defect for the purposes of this Guarantee.
13. Following an inspection of the Installation Site carried out by us or our representatives, if we determine (acting reasonably) that the terms of this Guarantee apply to the alleged System failure, we will supply, at our cost, materials to repair or replace (at our discretion) the failed System.
14. Our sole liability under this Guarantee is limited to the remedy described at condition 13. We will have no other liability whatsoever under this Guarantee (including but not limited to, any loss of profit, usage or income, any indirect or consequential losses, any damage to building contents or structure, or any health-related issues associated with microbial growth.
15. By countersigning this Guarantee below, the Installing Contractor confirms that it (and its relevant workers or sub-contractors) has read and understood the Specification and it has used appropriately skilled and experienced workers or sub-contractors to apply the System on its behalf.

16. This Guarantee does not affect any statutory or contractual rights which the owner or occupier of the Installation Site may have in respect of the System.

17. This Guarantee is subject to the law of England and the exclusive jurisdiction of the courts of England and Wales.
18. Any question, dispute or difference arising out of or in connection with this /guarantee (or with any further agreement to which the Guarantee may lead) save as herein specifically provided for will be submitted to arbitration. An independent surveyor shall act as an expert and shall afford Giromax facilities to make representations on any subject in dispute.

19. In the event of any arbitration the arbitrator shall be nominated by Giromax and the Installing Contractor jointly or in the event of disagreement by the President of the Royal Institution of Chartered Surveyors. 

20. This Guarantee is transferable only with prior written consent from Giromax and is conditional on reinspection and administrative processing. 

21. No verbal agreements, modifications or representations shall be binding unless confirmed in writing by an authorized officer of Giromax.

To maintain your installation in the best possible condition requires very little maintenance, however it should be visually inspected annually, and the following procedures should be adopted to ensure a trouble-free life.

1. Giromax® Roofcoat is not designed to degrade whilst weathering during the expected life span, and as such does not have self-cleaning or sacrificial properties. Any normal soiling, due to atmospheric conditions etc., is not detrimental to its performance but if required can be easily removed using a simple detergent wash applied by low pressure spray and/or soft brush.  Rinse off with clean water.

Small areas may be cleaned with Giromax® Panel Wipe for inspection or maintenance.

2. Care should be taken not to damage the Giromax® Roofcoat system.  Aggressive work boots, studded footwear, repeated traffic across joints, etc, can degrade the coating and/or sealant applied prior to the coating. Care should also be taken not to damage the system with tools or barrier footings during any routine roof work.

3. Any mechanical damage caused to the system should be reported as soon as possible to the applicator responsible for installation or Giromax® Technology Limited. If damaged Giromax® Roofcoat can be easily repaired using Giromax® Sealant, Basecoat and Roofcoat, or combinations of these as required. This work should be carried out in accordance with the relevant specification and by the Installing Contractor. 
4. Giromax® Roofcoat must not be repaired or over coated with non Giromax paints or sealants. Alternative coatings and sealants exhibit different flexibility and expansion properties which can lead to cracking and adhesion failure in such products.
