Section 1: General Information  
Glossary

Conditions applying to the RFQ
You should examine your Response and related documents ensuring it is complete and in accordance with the stated instructions prior to submission. 
Your Response must contain sufficient information to enable the Authority to evaluate it fairly and effectively. You should ensure that you have prepared your Response fully and accurately and that prices quoted are arithmetically correct for the units stated.
By submitting a Response, you, the supplier, are deemed to accept the terms and conditions provided in the RFQ. Confirmation of this is required in Annex 2. 
Failure to comply with the instructions set out in the RFQ may result in the supplier’s exclusion from this quotation process.
Acceptance of Quotations
By issuing this RFQ the Authority does not bind itself to accept any quotation and reserves the right not to award a contract to any supplier who submits a quotation.
Costs
The Authority will not reimburse you for any costs and expenses which you incur preparing and submitting your quotation, even if the Authority amends or terminates the procurement process.
Self-Declaration and Mandatory Requirements
The RFQ includes a self-declaration response (Annex 1) which covers basic information about the supplier, as well as any grounds for exclusion. If you do not comply with them, your quotation will not be evaluated.  
Any mandatory requirements will be set out in Section 2, Specification of Requirements and, if you do not comply with them, your quotation will not be evaluated.  

Clarifications
Any request for clarification regarding the RFQ and supporting documentation must be submitted via email no later than the deadline for clarifications set out in the Timetable. The Authority shall be under no obligation to respond to queries raised after the clarification deadline. 
The Authority will respond to all reasonable clarifications as soon as possible but cannot guarantee a minimum response time. The Authority will publish all clarifications and its responses to all suppliers via email unless deemed commercially sensitive.   
If a supplier believes that a request for clarification is commercially sensitive, it should clearly state this when submitting the clarification request. However, if the Authority considers either that: 
the clarification and response are not commercially sensitive; and 
all suppliers may benefit from its disclosure, 
then the Authority will notify the supplier (via email), and the supplier will have an opportunity to withdraw the request for clarification by sending a further message requesting the withdrawal of the clarification request. If not withdrawn by the supplier within 2 working days of the Authority’s notification, the Authority may publish the clarification request and its response to all suppliers and the Authority shall not be liable to the supplier for any consequences of such publication.

Section 2: The Invitation
Specification of Requirements
The contract to be let is for the construction of a number of Beaver refuges, with associated access ramps, deep pools, shallow marshy zones, tunnels and linking ditches. 
Phased Project
This contract is being issued as a phased project. The intention is to complete all phases between 8 December 2025 and 20 February 2026, subject to the availability of funds and time. If resources or scheduling do not allow for all phases to be delivered within this period, any remaining phases may be undertaken at a later date under a separate tender, following confirmation of additional funding.
Your quote MUST itemise costs for each phase.

General Specifications and Phase-Specific Details
General Specifications (Applicable to All Phases)
Unless otherwise stated under specific phases, the following standards apply:
Beaver Refuge
• Target Height: 3.80 m AOD (pre-settled target).
• Top Surface Area: Minimum 30m², levelled.
• Slope Requirements:
  o Where refuge meets deep pool: as steep as possible.
  o Other edges: 35° or gentler.
• Entrance Tunnel: To be installed at the junction of deep pool and refuge (supplied and supervised by Natural England staff).
• Access Ramp: 20° slope, 5m wide minimum.
Deep Pools
• Constructed along one side of each refuge.
• Water depth: Minimum 1.5m at completion.
• Pool bed surface area: Equal to the refuge top area.
• Side Slopes: Minimum 35°.
Shallow Marsh Zone
• Surrounds refuge, extending out, at least 5m from refuge base on all sides except deep pool and access ramp.
• Water depth: Minimum 300mm at completion.
• Slope: Gentle rise to adjoining areas, minimum 20° (except at refuge).
Linking Ditch
• New ditch to connect deep pool to nearest existing ditch.
• Water depth: Minimum 1.5m at completion.
• Width: Minimum 1.5m from centre.
Phase-Specific Specifications

Phase 1 – Middle Reedbed
(See Appendix BR 1 for location and approximate plan view)
• Reform existing bund and pools to meet standard beaver refuge specifications
  o NB due to unknown factors in this area this item of works should be priced at a day rate, by 3 days for an excavator suitable for boggy conditions and a wide tracked dumper. Any remaining time, within the 3 day period will be used in the immediate area to create other wildlife features, likely, localised reedbed lowering and small mound creation suitable for water voles.
Phase 2 – Oxbow
(See Appendix BR 2 for location and approximate plan view)
• Reform existing bund and area leading to existing ditch to meet standard beaver refuge specifications
• Culvert (5m wide) to be created across new linking ditch
  o 450mm straight culvert pipe to be supplied and installed by contractor
  o Culvert slopes into linking ditch to be 20-degrees

Phase 3 – Grove Ferry – New Viewing Mound
(See Appendix BR 3 for location and approximate plan view)
Reedbed Pool:
• Semicircular, open to existing ditch along flat side.
• Pool bed surface area: Equal to the refuge top area.
• Water depth: Minimum 1.5m at completion.
• Side Slopes: Minimum 35°.
• Reedbed/Pool interface (“back” of pool): series of “fingers” (higher formed, using spoil from lower areas).
Refuge Pool:
• Water depth: Minimum 1.5m at completion at ditch interface.
• Deep channel to extend to refuge base
  o 1.5m minimum water depth
  o 1m wide
  o Bridge to span deep channel for future machinery use
• Shallow area at mound base for future machinery access.
• Slopes gentle for safe access.
Viewing Refuge:
• Top Surface Area: Minimum 50m², levelled and smooth.
• Target height: 3.8 m AOD (raise approx. 1.8 m, contractor to confirm).
• An entrance channel to be added where the refuge meets the refuge pool.
  o A bridge to be installed over the entrance channel.
Viewing refuge slopes:
• Minimum 1:3 gradient, much steeper on pool-facing edge.
Access Slope:
• From existing path to mound top.
• Gradient: ≤1:12.
Compartment Culvert:
• Lower area to create 400 mm water depth over 5 m length.
• Spoil placed in mound on far side to deter trespass.

Phase 4 – Harrison’s Track
(See Appendix BR 4 for location and approximate plan view)
Linking Ditch Culvert: linking existing ditch to deep pool at bed of pool
• Width: 5 m.
• Pipe: 450 mm straight culvert pipe.
• Culvert slopes (into linking ditch): 20°.
• Length – culvert length only.
Deep Pool:
• Steep sided.
• Flexi pipe to be installed at base of pool, leading to reedbed area at “back” (furthest from existing ditch) of pool.
• Remaining specifications to be as standard beaver refuge specifications.
Beaver refuge: as standard beaver refuge specifications.
Shallow Marsh Zone:
• Surrounding sides and back of refuge but with high, dry reedbed zone (5m) (extending 5m out from refuge base) except deep pool N.B goes round access ramp.
• Water depth: Minimum 500mm at completion.
• Slope: Gentle rise to adjoining areas, minimum 20° (except at refuge).

Phase 5 – Reedbed Hide
(See Appendix BR 5 for location and approximate plan view)
Ditch Restoration:
• Length: ~75 m.
• Water depth: 1.5m (when lake level = 1.3 m AOD).
• Open water zone: ≥1.5 m wide.
• Nearside edge: 5 m wide lowered (retain reed rhizome).
• Spoil formed into linear bunds (max side slope 25°).
Deep Pool X 2:
• Water Depth: ≥1.5 m (lake level = 1.3 m AOD).
• Base area: ≥30 m².
• Slopes: 45° except at refuge junction.
• Spoil used for adjacent mounds and refuge creation.
Beaver refuge: as standard beaver refuge specifications.
Shallow Pool Margin:
• As standard beaver refuge specifications.
• Scrub clearance (cut to ground, stumps remain).
Access Ramps:
• As standard beaver refuge specifications.
New Ditch:
• Length: ~50 m.
• Water depth: ≥1.5 m water (when lake level = 1.3 m AOD).
• Marginal zones: 3 m wide.
• Culvert: 600 mm double-walled pipe for bogmaster access.

Payment
The Authority will raise purchase orders to cover the cost of the services and will issue to the awarded supplier following contract award. 
The Authority’s preference is for all invoices to be sent electronically, quoting a valid Purchase Order number.  Full payment will be made on completion of the work.
It is anticipated that this contract will be awarded for a period of 7 weeks to end no later than 28th Feb 2025. Prices will remain fixed for the duration of the contract award period. We may at our sole discretion extend this contract to include related or further work. Any extension shall be agreed in writing in advance of any work commencing and may be subject to further competition. 
Evaluation Methodology  
We will award this contract in line with the most economically advantageous tender (MEAT).  This will be assessed using the following award criteria:
