Background to the specific work area relevant to this purchase 
Natural England’s NNR team work to maintain the Natural England managed land in the best possible conditions ecologically as well as being places for connecting people with nature.
The following tractor implement(s) will be required at Hexton Hills, Hitchin, Hertfordshire. Hexton Hills was purchased in spring 2023 with the aim of nature recovery across the north Chilterns landscape, specifically connecting Barton Hills NNR to Pegsdon nature reserve. The implement(s) set out below will help to achieve the restoration of the ecological value of the land.
Requirement
The project is to supply;
1 x Heavy Duty Flail Mower Collector

Heavy duty PTO flail mower collector for use on rough grassland
Compatible with 135hp tractor with cat3 rear linkage
Cutting width of 2.2m
Large collection capacity – minimum 2.5 cubic meters
Capable of cutting material up to 100mm in diameter
Hydraulic high tip capable of emptying into a tractor grain trailer – minimum height of 2m
